3 on 3 Pond Hockey - Tournament Rules

WAIVERS All players must sign waiver and be registered before entering rink.

ALLOWED ON ICE Only registered skaters, Sideouts Officials, and Sideouts employees are allowed on the rinks.

EQUIPMENT 
Mandatory equipment required!! Helmet, Elbow pads, Shin guards, Skates
NO GOALIE EQUIPMENT ALLOWED No goalie equipment or goalie sticks permitted.

UNIFORMS All teams must have home (white) and away (dark) jerseys or shirts. They do not need to match but do need to be light colored and a dark as well.

TEAM REGISTRATION Team registration form must have a minimum of 3 players with a maximum of 5 players. Games are 3 on 3 with no goalie.

TOURNAMENT FORMAT - RULES
1. All tournament play will be round robin format with each bracket containing 4-6 teams. 
2. There will be no overtime period for round robin pool play.

3. All games will have a running time of 2-7 minute periods with a 1 minute break at the half. Substitutions can be made during play ( player must be at the boards before new skater can engage in play) or while puck is out of play. 
a. Tournament official reserves the right to add or delete rules. Teams will be informed of changes prior to tournament start.

4. Players may play for one(1) team only. Any player found to play on more than one team will be removed from tournament. The team using the ineligible player will receive a 0-1 forfeit loss in each of the games played with illegal player.

5. Pass the puck and have fun, that’s why  we are all here. No one likes a puck hog(
TIE BREAKER PROCEDURES
Round Robin tie break procedures:
1. Team with best win/loss record in games between teams involved 

2. Team with greatest point spread between the teams involved (goals for minus goals against)

3. Team with greatest positive point spread in the games played between them and the next highest team in the next highest position in the standing.

4. No officials in the round robin format. Our tournaments are based on fair play and respect of others.
5. Each team will be asked to monitor a game while not playing.

6. Teams advancing out of pool play will move on to a single elimination playoff. Winning teams will continue to play and losing teams will be eliminated. An off ice official will monitor all games after round robin play is finished. In case of a tie during playoff rounds, a 5 minute overtime will be played. 
7. Team with most goals wins. If tied after 1st playoff overtime, a 2nd “Sudden Death” overtime period will be played with first team to score will be declared the winner.
